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The school year of 2008-2009 is the
first or the second year for my students
in 1B class to learn and experience
Chinese.

After one year's hard study, we M= 4
have accomplished our whole year learning plan, our students
learned 20 lessons of the textbook, Standard Chinese (Bilingual
Version), Level 1, Book 1. In these 20 lessons, the students have
learned to recognize the initials and finals of Chinese pinyin and
the basic rules of their combinations.
